Guidelines for the Central Sector Scholarship ~cheme of National Fellowship and
Scholarship for Higher Education of STStudents.

1. Background:

1.1 At present two Central Sector Scholarship schemes of Rajiv Gandhi National

Fellowship (RGNF) for ST' students and Top Class Education for ST Students are

implemented by this Ministry to provide financial assistance for pursuing higher
education of ST students.

1.2 The Rajiv Gandhi Fellowships are provided to ST students to take up higher
studies after completing Post Graduation, such as M,Phil and Ph.D courses and

awarded on the lines of UGC Fellowships for research students pursuing such courses
on regular and full time basis.

1.3 The Top Class Education for ST Students is intended to encourage meritorious

ST students to pursue courses at Graduate/Post Graduate level in identified Institutions
of excellence, Government and Private, in profeSSional fields such as Management,
Medicine, Engineering, Information Technology, Law, Humanities, Science and Social
sciences

1.4 In order to remove layers resulting in time lag and tofacilitate proper control over
the implementation and monitoring of the two Central sector scholarship schemes for

ST students viz; Rajiv Gandhi 'National Fellowship and Top Class Education, the

Ministry has mergedthese twoschemes into a single Central Sector Scheme called
"National Fellowship and Scholarship for Higher Education of STStudents".

1,5 Fellowship component of the proposed new scheme shall come into foree from
the year 2014-2015, Scholarship component of the proposed new scheme shall come
into force from the year 2015-2016.
